Fred Fingers are used for spelling. Children hold up their hand and put up the correct number of fingers for the

word they are trying to spell. First, ask your child how many sounds they can hear in the word, and support them

to hold up the correct number of fingers. Pinch each finger and say each sound in the word. For example, 

pinch the first finger and say d, the second and say o, and the third and say g. Finally, encourage your child to 

write down the sound they hear as you pinch your fingers and say the sound, using a sound mat to help them.
